7. unfinished Businesses and new business: 

NEW BUSINES

April 9th/09:

Brake Pipe Rise Feature no longer places trains into ememergency Brake Application. Labour Members concerned about the new Feature. J. Huxtable AND P.Bede, working on gathering more information and pursuing further as some engineers are concerned about losing the feature.  Rules and Regulatory Affairs Department will be consulted on further Operating Bulletins, to the effect that if a Undesired Release (BPR) occurs, this should be correctable by apply another 10 lbs of Automatic Brake, or more, or otherwise simply bring your train to a controlled stop if necessary using further Automatic Brake Pipe Reductions. Further education will be undertaken through Predeparture Safety Meetings and Train Rides.  This will be a standard Agenda item for Pre-Departure Safety Meetings and RQ and item will be removed after first PSMtg in October. Update. August  Holmes and Camozzi 
to look at level 2 risk assessment. They will follow up with JDH.

May 14th,/09: ES Kent Jones, raised a concern by some employees that when they get Follow Behind TOPs, that the unit number for the locomotive on the train, may not be in the lead position and could be in the second position, and some employees may not see the engine or number, and are not sure what to do. Action: We will educate employees through safety meetings on the proper process to follow, as we must always ensure that we observe the correct engine number before acting on the Follow Behind TOPs. Committee to follow-up. Kent Jones to pass-on to S/A ES people (through their supervisors) for review/education. Carried.

Sam Minhas: Between Sicamous to Salmon Arm, Ellison to Whatmore  pine beetle killed trees potential is there to fall and possible hurt employees. N. Higgins to investigate.

Jim Meloro:, 200lb tanks of propane not secured at Sicamous west ,Salmon arm east easily moved by public and could be thrown on the track. J.Creighton  to investigate.

Phone at bay 18 why is it not working anymore.L.Bernava to investigate

F/ops employees are being assessed demerits when getting hurt on the job; there may be situations where f/ops employees are less likely to report an injury. J.Huxtable to investigate. 

When there is an open trench along side track (s) a bulletin in booking in room for F/ops is not good enough at least some other type of protection at site should be used i.e. caution tape .N. Higgins, Dale Sawchuck. To follow up.

Sept.2009 

Paul Bede wants to open the risk assessment on Mac tunnel fire procedures. Last one was done in 2002. At this time we had some instructions for fires in the tunnels.. With the problems of late in the tunnels with unit fires follow up risk assessment should be done. 

We have waited for Girard to follow up but have received nothing. Other tunnels on other carriers have SCBA in their tunnels this was looked at in 2002 but we went for Dragger masks for F/ops. Back then 1 unit on HE of train was rare this is no longer the case. 

The cost and problems with SCBA will be great. But until management comes with something else this might have to look at as a solution. . Letter from RTE who was on one of the unit fire trains is being added in correspondence to the minutes, this month.

Paul Bede wants to know if any test were done on portable radios and their effectiveness on being able to stay in contact with HE of these 9000-foot trains.  Risk assessment should be done on Mountain sub before winter to see if these 3 types of portables used in Revelstoke will work on these trains in our territory. Winter avalanche procedures will be greatly affected if they do not. Also safety of train crews is at stake. 

Paul Bede asked when would a train crew know if it is safe to leave unit when they contact power lines. S&C told us we are never safe until they have been there and grounded the lines. Even if told power is off we are under no circumstance to get off the train. 

Dale Sawchuck will help issue bulletin for F/ops as his concern is that we are not aware of how great the hazard is when equipment and power lines contact. And downed power lines that are not touching the train. S&C has told us that only they can tell us when it is safe and the lines are not charged

Discussion Items: 

· SBU Box at west portal of the MacDonald tunnel was buried in snow during the winter. Phil Par to move down to the road at Mile 89.0, to make it more accessible and engineers can still hold the trains with the tail end at this location so that the SBU could be changed and tested. Phil Parr to move and advice committee.  

· Send note of fire extinguishers and gas masks locations and inventory and expired inspection dates, located in tunnels on Mountain Sub., to Engineering for review and correction. Send recommendations as well respecting relocating some of this equipment.  Bede, Meloro and Huxtable. Carry and follow up with ES people in charge of tunnel  (Charles Girard).

· Signals looking at change code for gates on McKenzie Avenue in Revelstoke. Todd Driediger handling.

· Ergo Back Pack Drop Tables for Basement Locker Room Revelstoke Station. Bede, Meloro and Huxtable looking at options.

· Labour Members request ISROP on applying handbrakes. Bede, Meloro and Huxtable looking at options.

· Situational Awareness and Avoid Complacency – conduct thorough Job Briefings and remain focused on the task at hand.

· H1N1 pandemic was discussed J.Meloro has been in contact with Calgary and will advise committee of any plans on this.

· F/ops has had a problem with the cleaning of the Field rest house again. Morone, Bede, Meloro to follow up with C. Brewster on this matter. 

· Jim Meloro asked when ES would get a chance to clean up the tress that fell from last weeks storm. ES to follow up on this.

· Committee would like to know status of diaffibulater for Revelstoke and Field. Harder to advice. 

· Sam Minhas told committee that there are 3 spots on the Shuswap sub that f/ops should be aware of that the hand rail are missing or damaged. Miles 98.7,97.4,118.8. Morone to issue bulletin to RTE”s.
