- Held away keeps creeping up crews can not be rested when laying there 15 hours. Temp told us it is just a couple of OM in Calgary doing this . Will monitor and pass on to VP .

- Close calls with trespasser and cars at crossings crews should be offered to be removed from train as per CIS program. JDH to follow up with NMC and RM’s in Revelstoke . 

-Overlength trains and double astric scanners by Kamloops we thought we could move scanners not so easy will follow up with signals and try to find some solution to this problem.
